
HOW TO MEASURE YOUR SPACE

Roughly sketch your room noting where
the windows, doors,  and f ixed furniture
pieces are located.  This does not need
to be pretty or to scale,  the
measurements just need to be accurate.  

The longer the tape measure,  the
better .  Ideal ly ,  25'  is  the minimum yours
should go so you can measure a whole
room easi ly .  

F irst ,  measure the general  length and
width of the room with the wal ls .  Then
measure doors,  windows, and anything
bui lt- in .  These dimensions should
include their  distance from the f loor and
cei l ing.

Measure and note locations of ,  and
distance between, outlets,  l ight
switches,  thermostats,  a ir
vents/returns,  baseboards,  crown
molding,  l ight f ixtures,  etc.
