First Amendment (Free Speech): If I legitimately earned $100,000 last year through honest product sales and building a team, why can't I tell people that truth? A real estate agent can brag about their commissions. A lawyer can advertise their success rate. But I could lose my entire business for sharing my actual tax returns? That's the government telling me I can't speak the truth about my own life.
Fourteenth Amendment (Equal Protection): The Constitution says the government has to treat similar situations similarly. But regulators treat network marketing completely different from real estate, insurance, franchises, and stock trading—even though they all involve commission-based income and business risk. My family—and millions like mine—desperately need the flexibility that network marketing provides:
· Low startup cost - I started for under $500, not the $50,000+ a franchise requires
Flexible schedule - I can work around my kids' schedules, eldercare responsibilities, and even keep my day job.
