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The biggest variations for wedding day timelines
are seasons. A summer wedding versus a winter

wedding will have drastic differences, as the
amount of day light you have are very different.

The sun sets MUCH earlier in the winter, so
everything has to start earlier.

There are sample photography timelines for both
summer and winter weddings for you to get a

general idea so you can plan your wedding
according to your wedding season!
