Billy Ray is an Academy Award-nominated
screenwriter, director, and novelist known
for crafting powerful, character-driven
stories for both film and print. He wrote the
screenplay for the blockbuster film The
Hunger Games as well as Sunrise on the
Reaping and earned an Oscar nomination for
his work on Captain Phillips. His other credits
include Shattered Glass, Breach, Richard
Jewell, and the television series The Comey
Rule. After decades in Hollywood storytelling,
Ray expanded into young adult fiction with
his debut novel Burn the Water, an epic
dystopian romance set in a flooded future
London. Across all mediums, his work explores
courage, loyalty, and the human choices that
