Let’s review what you read this week:

Do you know what sin is? Sin is anything that we do, say, or think that
goes against what God has told us in the Bible as truth. Sin is
anything that makes God unhappy. What are some of the things that
you could do that would go against God and make God unhappy? 

We have a special project for you! 

It's time to make a hard-boiled egg. Be sure to ask an adult for help!
After you boil your egg, allow it to cool. When your egg is cool enough
to touch, continue with the project below……

Take a sharpie marker and your hard-boiled egg. Have you ever
touched an egg? How does it feel? What does it look like? Take your
marker and list some sins on the outside of your egg. For example
Lying, cheating, stealing, etc. 

Your hard-boiled egg can be a reminder of your heart before you
knew Jesus. Before you knew Jesus your heart was hard, messy ,and
far from perfect.

But this egg can also remind you of what Jesus has done for you.
Jesus was the Son of God and lived a long time ago. Jesus spent His
life telling people about God, how much He loved them, and how God
wanted them to live. 

But Jesus didn’t just live for you, He also died for you. He died for you
because you have done some of the things that you wrote on your
egg.
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Sin keeps you from knowing God and following Jesus.

Start peeling the egg. 

Jesus died on the cross for your sins. But He didn’t stay dead. After 3 days, He
rose again and is now living in heaven. Jesus died on the cross for you and if
you believe in Jesus and tell Him you are sorry for your sin, then He can take
away your sin just like you’re taking off the dark, hard peel of your egg.

After you’ve peeled off the sin what does it look like and feel like now? 

That is what happens to your heart when we ask Jesus to forgive your sins, the
things that make him unhappy. Our heart changes from messy, dark, and hard
to be clean and soft.

How can we pray? 

Dear Lord, Please forgive me for my sins. Just like in our Bible verse for the
week I want you to be my Savior. I want to live for you on earth and in Heaven. I
do believe you died on the cross for me, rose from the dead, and you are waiting
for me in Heaven. I will not listen to the devil. I am made new in you! Thank you
for all that you’ve done for me. Amen!
