What does the Bible say about confidence? 
 

The Bible tells us in Proverbs 3:26, "For the Lord will be your
confidence and will keep your foot from being caught." This

means as you trust the Lord throughout your life he will guard
you against the traps of your enemies.

He is your loving, heavenly Father and has a wonderful plan

for your life.
 

How can we have Confidence?
