*Having bridesmaids and Mom ready before you allows them to be a part of your photos, getting into dress, jewelry etc.


*  Please be aware that larger groups take time to gather.  Informing your guests prior to the wedding day of your desire to include them in these photos can help reduce the time to assemble the groups.  One missing person can delay an entire group; therefore it is important that guests be aware of the time needed and to be readily available.

*Having your photographers take a quick break to eat at the same time that you do, maximizes your investment.  Notifying your caterer ahead of time is the only way to ensure this happens.  Please notify your caterer of two extra guest meals needed, and specify the time.  Please let us know of any additional cost.
