Added lighting to front of subdivision.

Replacing copper peaks because wood has rotted. Board is in the process of
getting bids to replace wood to complete the project.

New fence rule was unanimously approved last meeting. Board is awaiting
approval by lawyer and will post on website.

Security cameras in all 3 entrances of Stone Creek. More expensive route ties us
into the networks and the Frankfort Police indicated they are nice because we
hear about what’s going on around us. The cameras can capture plates off the
cars. Negatives include privacy issues. Cameras are monitored by a security
company. Lakeview Estates and Frankfort Meadows did not express interest in
cameras when approached by the board. Cost of the camera’s is $2300 per year
for each security camera. We lease the equipment. They are solar powered.
Suggestion that the cameras be used for incident only. More discussion on
whether or not the cameras would be a crime deterent for the neighborhood
since most residents have their own cameras. Board would like continued
feedback on cameras from residents.
