I  LOVE NATURAL LIGHT and only  use  a  f lash as  a  f i l ler.  L ight 
f rom the  sun and its  ref lec t ions ,  creates  photographs  that  feel  f resh, 
t imeless  and true  to  you as  a  couple.  I  can work in  most  l ight ing 
s ituat ions ,  but  love  the  beaut i fu l  golden l ight  whenever  poss ible .  In 
the  winter  months  the  t ime of  day is  less  important  as  the  sun is 
lower  and sof ter  in  the  sky.  If  golden l ight  is  important  to  you please 
plan to  take  a  couple  hours  of f  work in  the  evening for  weekday 
shoots ,  as  I  only  have  2  weekend golden hour  s lots  open per  week.

To get  the  most  out  of  your  sess ion,  please  plan a  buf fer  when gett ing 
ready so  you can arr ive  a  few minutes  early.  Although I  do night  por trait 
shoots  these must  be requested in advance as  specia l  l ight ing is  required.

QUICK TIP: Our weekends fill up fast and far in advance, as does our fall season.You 
can get a Fast Pass to the front of the line by scheduling mid-week or off-season.

WANT YOUR PHOTOS TO LO OK MORE EDITORIAL? BRING 
a l i t t le  extra  something with you!  Fresh f lowers  br ing an extra 
“wow” fac tor  to  just  about  ever ything,  especia l ly  when they’re 
attached to  something e lse ,  l ike  a  bic ycle  basket ,  t ree  swing, 
tent ,  picnic  basket ,  ba l loons  or  car  bumper.  Whether  you want  to 
incorporate  larger  items l ike  c lass ic  cars  or  bikes ,  or  smal ler  ones 
l ike  blankets ,  books  or  hats ,  even planning for  just  one extra 
sty led item could be  a  fun way to  make your  sess ion more unique.

L ike  you see  throughout  this  guide,  most  of  our  c l ients  choose  to 
showcase  the  natura l  beauty  of  the  bay area .  For  most  of  our  sess ions , 
outdoor,  open-air  environments  are  a lways  our  f i rst  choice.  We love 
shoot ing in  wide-open natura l  spaces  because  the  l ight  is  div ine, 
especia l ly  dur ing golden hour.  There  are  great  opt ions  a l l  around 
the  the  9  count ies  of  the  Bay Area ,  so  even i f  you 've  never  seen us 
photograph in  a  speci f ic  spot  before,  we’re  a lways  up for  explor ing a

outs ide  the  box!  We encourage  you 
to  brainstorm unique locat ions  that 
you might  have  specia l  access  to  that 
most  people  don’t .  For  example,  maybe 
you,  or  someone in  your  personal 
or  profess ional  network,  can secure 
permiss ion to  a  locat ion that  would 
other wise  be  of f- l imits ,  l ike  a  beaut i fu l 
pr ivate  estate ,  countr y  club or  resor t . 
Maybe it’s  a  fami ly  ranch,  upsca le  hotel 
or  even a  boat ,  airplane hangar  or  a 
roof top v iew.  The sky is  l i tera l ly  the 
l imit !  Spend a  few minutes  thinking 

about  it  and checking around.  You’ l l 
be  surpr ised with what  you come up 
with.  Plus ,  i f  something seems out  of 
reach,  just  remember :  you never  know 
unt i l  you ask!

Remember :  There  is  no such thing 
as  “too dressed up” when it  comes 
to  your  por trait  sess ion,  so  don’t 
be  af raid  to  have  some fun!  If  you 

don’t  want  to  add a  new permanent 
piece  to  your  col lec t ion,  a  lot  of 
our  c l ients  love  Rent  the  Runway 
for  their  sess ion because  it’s  such 
an af fordable  way to  feel  l ike  a 
mi l l ion bucks .  Other  c l ients  love 
having a  great  excuse  to  br ing a 
new permanent  piece  (or  two!) 
into  their  c loset !

DRESS IT UP

There’s no such thing as too dressed up.

DON’T BE AFRAID TO 
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Long,  fu l l - length,  f lowy dresses  and skir ts  look amazing on camera because  they 
br ing extra  movement  to  the  photos .  Especia l ly  when juxtaposed with nature,  l ike 
the  deser t ,  forest ,  plains  or  beach.  C onsider  sof ter  fabr ics  l ike  chi f fon or  tu l le  which 
a l low for  beaut i fu l  movement  in  the  images . 

When consider ing the  length of  your  dresses  or  sk ir ts ,  i t’s  a lso  a  good idea  to  fac tor  in 
whether  or  not  there  wi l l  be  l i t t le  ones  in  your  photos .  If  you have  smal ler  chi ldren, 
we’ l l  l ikely  have  you s itt ing or  crouching on the  ground to  interact  up-close  with 
them.  Cute,  shor ter  cocktai l - length dresses  photograph beaut i fu l ly,  but  i f  you have 
l i t t le  ones  in  your  photos ,  a  f loor- length dress  or  sk ir t ,  or  perhaps  a  cute  midi-skir t , 
wi l l  make moving around with your  k ids  much eas ier,  and look per fec t  on camera, 
too. 

If  you’re  an expect ing mother,  we a lways  recommend f loor- length gowns or  maxi 
dresses .  These  dresses  create  the  best  s i lhouettes  to  f latter  your  f igure  and rea l ly 
highl ight  your  bump.  A lot  of  our  expect ing mothers  love  to  incorporate  f lower  crowns 
or  headpieces  as  wel l .

TO THE

DRESS

Dresses  and skir ts  look most  stunning because  they rea l ly  f latter 
ever y  female  body,  especia l ly  on camera — which is  probably 
why the  red carpet  is  a lways  fu l l  of  so  many dresses  and not 
ver y  many pantsuits !  We recommend avoiding pants  and shor ts 
for  your  sess ion,  and saying yes  to  a  dress  or  two instead.



Most  of  our  c l ients  who choose  two out f its  wi l l  br ing one “wow” 
dress ,  and then another  s l ight ly  more  casual  dress  that  has  a  “date 
night”  feel .  But  i f  you want  to  br ing two “wow” dresses  and forgo the 
more casual  dress  a ltogether,  g ive  yoursel f  permiss ion to  do it !  The 
camera loves  runway-esque apparel  and so  do we! 

Remember,  though,  you don’t  have  to  br ing two looks  i f  i t’s  too 
stressfu l  to  coordinate  or  i f  you’d rather  just  s t ick  to  one fabulous 
look.  One out f it  that  you love  wi l l  be  so  much better  than one out f it 
you love  and another  you’re  not  ver y  excited about .  And i f  you st ick 
with one out f it  set ,  you won’t  have  to  spend any of  your  t ime changing 
ha l f  way through,  so  we’ l l  be  able  to  sneak in  a  few more photos!  S o, 
one or  two? It’s  rea l ly  up to  you!

one  o r  two?  i t ’ s  d epends  on  the  s e s s i on
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choos ing  c o l o r s
WHEN CHOOSING COLORS FOR YOUR OUTFITS,  WE RECOMMEND 
selec t ing sof ter,  l ighter  tones  and more muted shades .  By avoiding 
u lt ra-br ight ,  bold  colors ,  i t  wi l l  help  br ing a l l  the  attent ion to  your 
faces  and let  the  eye  focus  on the  way you feel  about  each other. 
The camera loves  shades  of  sof t  pink and muted blues ,  mixed with 
sophist icated l ight  neutra ls  l ike  heather  gray,  creams,  leather  brown 
and white .  That  sof ter  color  pa lette  f it s  beaut i fu l ly  into  a lmost  a l l 
natura l  outdoor  environments ,  especia l ly  in  the  bold colors  of  the 
forest  or  pa le  colors  of  the  beach.  If  bold  colors  are  you look,  choose 
only  1  or  2  at  most  and use  nutrea l  creams,  browns or  whites  to  sof ten 

the  color  pa l le tte . 



THREE-QUARTER LENGTH  SLEEVES 
create  an awesome s l imming ef fec t  on 
al l  arms,  so  be  on the  lookout  for  an 
opt ion with a  longer  length s leeve. 
You could a lso  br ing a  cute  jacket , 
blazer  or  cardigan a long,  too.  Skinny 
straps  or  st rapless  dresses  have  the 
opposite  e f fec t  on arms on camera, 
so  we recommend avoiding those 
whenever  poss ible  i f  your  goa l  i s  a  set 
of  s l immer- looking arms.

HEELS ELONGATE WOMEN’S LEGS 
making them look fabulous .  Closed-
toes  heels  in  par t icular  look great  on 
camera because  they carr y  out  the 
l ine  of  your  leg  a l l  the  way down to 
your  toe.  If  your  toes  are  showing 
in  a  peep-toe  heel ,  you might  want 
to  schedule  a  pedicure  before  your 
sess ion so  you don’t  regret  le tt ing 
your  feet  show.  These  l i t t le  t r icks 
make a l l  the  di f ference!

PARING AN ACCESSORY OR T WO WITH YOUR OUTFIT CAN REALLY HELP 
br ing some extra  dimension to  your  images ,  and be  a  nice  t ie- in  when you’re 
coordinat ing with a  group.  Big  statement  neck laces  br ing a  lot  of  pop to  the 
photos ,  whi le  the  smal ler,  del icate  ones  are  not  be  as  not iceable  on camera. 

STATEMENT
make  a B elts ,  bracelets  and earr ings  br ing great  v isua l  interest ,  so  choose  one or  two that 

don’t  compete  for  attent ion.  Fresh f lora ls  in  a  crown can be  a  rea l ly  romant ic  touch 
for  you or  your  g ir ls  as  wel l .  Or  br ing your  pup!  Dogs  are  a lways  welcome!v

Although it  might  seem counter- intuit ive,  we recommend that  you do  not   get  a 
spray  tan before  your  sess ion,  even a  few days  pr ior,  because  it  tends  to  photograph 
orange even when it’s  appl ied subt ly  and by a  profess ional .  Your  ac tua l  sk in tone 
wi l l  photograph the  most  beaut i fu l ly  and natura l ly.
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PROFESSIONAL HAIR AND MAKEUP IS  ON THE TOP OF 
most  of  our  c l ients’  check l ists  because  it  looks  amazing on 
camera and removes  the  st ress  of  gett ing ready on your  own.  
This  is  the  t ime to  t reat  yoursel f !  Whether  it’s  lash extensions 
or  blown-out  hair,  profess ional  hair  and makeup wi l l  g ive 
you an extra  boost  of  conf idence in  f ront  of  the  camera,  and 
it  a lways  photographs  l ike  a  dream.  If  you’re  working with a 
makeup ar t ist ,  have  her  apply  your  makeup in  natura l  l ight ,  i f 
poss ible ,  so  that  it  looks  f resh and not  too heavy.  Plus ,  that’s 
the  type of  l ight  we’ l l  be  shoot ing in  most  l ikely,  so  it’ l l  g ive 
you the  best  expectat ion of  how it  wi l l  t ranslate  on camera. 
Most  of  our  c l ients  feel  l ike  their  profess ional  makeup is  “too 
much” at  f i rst ,  s ince  it’s  more  than you would wear  on a  normal 
day,  or  that  they 're  fa lse  lashes  look too big ,  so  i f  you feel  that 
way at  the  beginning,  don’t  worr y!  Good makeup ar t ists  know 
how to  get  i t  a l l  just  r ight  for  the  camera — and our  cl ients 
a lways  love  the  f ina l  result .  If  you need a  recommendat ion 
for  hair  and makeup,  we work with the  best  in  the  business 
and have  a  go-to  team! They’re  sweet  as  pie ,  ta lented as  heck, 
unbel ievable  profess ionals  and wonderfu l  people.  You’ l l  LOVE 
them! Just  le t  us  know and we’ l l  send you their  informat ion.

Ma ny of  ou r  g uys  love  to  mi x a  su it  coat ,  bla zer  or  spor t  coat  w it h  a 
d i f ferent  pa nt  color.  It  adds some ex tra v isua l  interest ,  a nd brea k up 
t he color tones.  We’re big fans of  t his  f resh ta ke on a t imeless  classic .
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LONG, FIT TED PANTS AND CLOSED-TOED SHOES ARE      
the  most  sophist icated and mascul ine  looks  for  men.  They draw 
attent ion away f rom his  legs  and feet  and place  it  where  you 
want  it :  on his  handsome face.  S o,  for  your  sess ion,  i t’s  best  to 
leave  the  shor ts ,  sandals  and jeans  at  home,  too,  as  wel l  as  any 
pants  that  are  loose  or  bagg y.  Fitted dress  pants  or  f itted colored 
pants  work best  on camera.  S ol id  shades  of  gray  or  navy are  a 
st rong complement  to  most  women’s  out f its ,  whereas  pinstr ipes 
or  plaid  patterns  tend to  distract  the  eye.  We a lso  recommend 
staying away f rom graphics  and logos . 

THE BEST FIT



NEXT TIME YOU WALK BY 
a  store  l ike  J.  Crew,  you’ l l 
not ice  the  male  mannequins 
and models  are  a lways 
wear ing severa l  layers  at 
once.  L ayers  on men look 
great  on camera,  so  even 
when it’s  hot  outs ide,  t rust 
us  when we say  that  it’s 
worth an hour  or  two of 
discomfort  for  photos  that 
wi l l  last  you both a  l i fe t ime. 
Adding another  layer  wi l l 
br ing extra  dimension 
and v isua l  interest  to  your 
photos .  Blazers ,  vests  and 
coats  up the  level  of  any 
look.  If  the  temperature 
permits ,  he  could even 
consider  adding a  v-neck 
sweater  with  a  pop of  color 
f rom a  long-sleeved col lared 
shir t  and t ie  underneath. 
Don’t  be  af raid  to  get  a  l i t t le 
creat ive  with  layers !

l aye r ed  l o oks
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BROWN LEATHER DRESS SHOES COMPLEMENT ALMOST EVERY      look, 
whether  he’s  wear ing a  fu l l  suit  or  a  blazer  and colored pants .  Ties ,  bowties , 
pocket  squares ,  colored socks ,  belts ,  t ie  c l ips ,  suspenders ,  vests  and watches 
are  sharp complements  to  any out f it  for  men and boys  a l ike.  If  you br ing 
two out f its  to  the  sess ion,  you can star t  with  a  t radit ional  neckt ie  and belt , 
then switch to  suspenders  and a  bow t ie  for  your  second look.  If  two looks 
are  too stressfu l ,  no problem! One wi l l  do the  t r ick!  You can st i l l  mix  and 
match accessor ies  to  complement  both of  her  dresses  without  doing a  fu l l 
change dur ing the  sess ion.  S o,  e ither  way,  i t ' s  a  win. 
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IT’S ALL IN THE DETAILS
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MOST MEN AREN’ T OVERLY EXCITED TO TAKE PHOTOS FOR 1-2 
hours ,  because  they don’t  have  an expectat ion of  what’s  to  come and why 
it’s  so  important  to  you.  Take f i f teen minutes  to  educate  and empower your 
guy.  Tel l  h im why you chose  us  and our  sty le  of  photography.  Show him 
your  three  favor ite  sess ions  that  we’ve  done,  explain why you love  them 
and express  to  him how much it  means  to  you.  Trust  us ,  once  he  knows it’s 
important ,  he’ l l  l ight  up the  camera for  you!  The most  common thing we 
hear  f rom guys  before  photo sess ions  is  this :  because  of  a  bad exper ience  in 
the  past ,  they  don’t  l ike  taking photos  or  don’t  think they ’ l l  be  good at  i t . 
By  the  t ime we’re  done,  though,  they can’t  bel ieve  how fast  i t  went  and just 
how much fun they had!

HOW TO
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prepping  your

FAMILY
because they won’t be little forever



As you’re  coordinat ing your  out f it  with  your  fami ly,  keep in  mind that  your 
out f its  wi l l  look the  most  cohesive  on camera when the  color  pa lette  and 
wardrobe pieces  coordinate,  but  don’t  ac tua l ly  “match.”  In  fac t ,  we recommend 
that  you avoid thinking about  “matching,”  and instead think about  what  “f its” 
together.  This  wi l l  create  more  v isua l  interest ,  and a l low each personal ity  to 
shine  through. 

The goal  for  coordinat ing a  fami ly  is  to  v isua l ly  break up the  colors  and shades 
so  that  you’re  not  a l l  wear ing the  same color  on top and bottom.  The more we 
can mix that  up,  the  better.  We encourage  you to  think about  planning each 
out f it  with  “dominant  colors”  and “accent  colors”  in  mind.  A dominant  color 
is  the  color  that  you see  the  most  in  an out f it ,  whi le  an accent  has  a  smal ler 
piece  of  v isua l  rea l  estate .  When you’re  planning each fami ly  member’s  out f it , 
i f  you can aim for  each person to  have  a  di f ferent  dominant  color,  and then t ie 
in  and var y  the  accent  colors ,  i t’s  going to  look great  a l l  together. 

For  example,  i f  you’re  wear ing a  blush dress ,  sof t  blue  earr ings  and nude heels 
(blush being your  dominant  color) ,  then he  could wear  a  navy coat  with  a  white 
button-down and gray  pants ,  paired with brown leather  shoes  and maybe even 
a  blush pocket  square  (making navy his  dominant  color) .  Your  daughter  could 
wear  a  sof t  blue  top with a  white  tu l le  sk ir t  (making a  sof t  blue  her  dominant 
color)  whi le  your  son wears  l ight  beige  pants  with  navy suspenders  and a 
white  button down (making white  his  dominant  color) .  Now each person has 
their  own dominant  color  whi le  st i l l  incorporat ing a  few touches  of  the  others 
that  wi l l  pul l  a l l  the  looks  together.  This  wi l l  break up the  color  v isua l ly  and 
highl ight  each personal ity.  Most  of  our  moms choose  their  dress  f i rst ,  and 
then bui ld  the  rest  of  the  fami ly ’s  out f its  based around that .

Remember,  we recommend selec t ing those  sof ter,  l ighter  tones  and avoiding 
those  u lt ra-br ight ,  bold  colors .  The camera loves  shades  of  sof t  pink and 
muted blues ,  mixed with sophist icated l ight  neutra ls  l ike  heather  gray,  creams, 
leather  brown and white .  Feel  f ree  to  var y  the  shades  of  the  colors ,  too.That 
sof ter  color  pa lette  f it s  beaut i fu l ly  into  a  natura l  environment ,  and can eas i ly 
be  paired in  so  many di f ferent  ways .

THE CREWcoordinating
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B efore  your  sess ion,  pack a  bag with 
snacks ,  water  and any smal l  objec ts 
( l ike  toys  or  lol l ipops)  that  might 
help  us  get  their  attent ion when it’s 
t ime for  them to  look at  the  camera. 
If  they  are  old  enough to  understand 
you,  i t’s  a  good idea  to  prepare  them 
for  what’s  to  come before  the  sess ion 
star ts .  Explain how much the  photos 
mean to  you so  they know to  be  on 
their  best  behavior.  A lot  of  fami l ies 
discuss  and pick something fun in 
advance as  a  t reat  af ter  the  sess ion 

If  you have  mult iple  chi ldren,  don’t  feel  l ike  you need to  put  them a l l  in 
the  same type of  out f it .  For  example,  one of  your  daughters  could wear 
a  dress  and f lats ,  whi le  the  other  wears  a  sk ir t  and boots .  One of  your 
sons  could wear  a  bowtie ,  whi le  the  other  one wears  suspenders .  Mixing 
up the  wardrobe pieces  wi l l  br ing a  great  v isua l  interest  to  the  photos . 

mixing  up  the  p i e c e s

i f  they ’re  good l is teners ,  l ike  an ice 
cream cone,  for  example.  It  a lso  helps 
i f  their  bel l ies  are  fu l l  and they’ve  has 
some good rest  beforehand.  Once your 
prepare  them physica l ly  and menta l ly, 
then feel  f ree  to  g ive  them (and you!) 
grace!  They’re  l i t t le ,  and we know that 
some days  don’t  a lways  go as  planned. 
We’ve  seen it  a l l  and wi l l  make sure 
to  get  you great  photos ,  regardless  of 
their  moods.  Our goal  i s  to  make this 
as  fun and stress- f ree  as  it  poss ibly 
can be  for  you and your  fami ly!

PREPPING YOUR LITTLE ONES
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one  f ina l  no t e
WE KNOW WE JUST GAVE YOU A LOT TO THINK AB OUT. WE CREATED 
this  guide  to  help  make your  por trait  sess ion exper ience  something you’ l l  look 
back fondly  on for  years  and years  to  come.  At  the  end of  the  day,  though,  the 
locat ion you choose  and the  out f its  you selec t  won’t  matter  nearly  as  much as 
the  memories  you make together.  Your  future  memories  are  the  most  important 
thing to  us ,  and we want  your  sess ion to  be  a  t ime for  you to  just  be  yourselves 
and enjoy it .
