DIRECTIONS/PARKING (see back)

» From 1-435, take the 63rd Street exit into Swope Park. The 63rd Street
entrance will be open all morning.

» From 71 Hwy, take the Meyer Blvd exit into Swope Park.

* THE MEYER ENTRANCE WILL CLOSE AT 8:15am.

Enter from 63rd Street if arriving after 8:15am.

* THE GREGORY ENTRANCE WILL CLOSE AT 8:00am.
* Enter from 63rd Street if arriving after 8:00am.

« All Volunteers should enter from 63rd Street and proceed to the volunteer
check in at the front entrance of the Zoo.

» Parking is also available in two Zoo lots and grass area behind Starlight.
Parking attendants will be on hand to direct participants and spectators to
the correct location.

BIBS

« Your timing chip is on the back of your bib. You do not need to return your
bib after the race.

* Please wear your bib on your front side for photos.
