• For example: 

images/scenes/characters/quotes/etc.

• Title

• Author

• Bow and Arrow

• Katniss’ weapon of choice

• Heart

• For Katniss and Peeta’s 

relationship

• District 12

• Katnis and Peeta’s home



• Chose 4 songs 

• Include the titles for each song

• Include the artist/group for each song

• Include some of the lyrics for each song

• Write responses for the when/why questions

• Correct capitalization throughout

Think of emotional scenes in the story. Often times, songs are 
written about big feelings and emotions.

Think of songs that make you feel a particular emotion. Is that 
emotion found in the book anywhere?

Think of songs you enjoy that have a distinct message. Does that 
message match a lesson in the book?

• At the end of this power point presentation there are two slides 

that students can use to record their information as they are 

working. Feel free to use either one.

• You can have the students present the material a variety of 

ways one of which is actually creating the soundtrack cd and 

playing it for the class and then sharing their explanation. Other 

options could be creating a power point such as this, or a hand-

written/drawn final product.

• I gave extra credit for students who included more than 4 songs.

• Another option could be to have students work in partners or 

groups.
