TIPS FOR SELECTING COLORS: 

Availability: Please review the available colors carefully, as not 
all colors are available in all type and sized items. For instance, 
our No 10 (long skinny envelopes) only come in certain colors. 
If a color is not available, we will do our best to find a close 
substitute!

Printing Type: We currently only o�er digital printing (flat 
printing), but both our Copenhagen and PNW suite have 
embossed details. 

White Ink: In order to print on dark paper, we have to use 
white digital printing ink. It only comes in one color - a 
true-white. So please remember when ordering colors we 
cannot do like Pastel Green on Holly - it would need ot be 
white on Holly.

RSVP Cards: We recommend picking a lighter color for the 
RSVP card because guests will need to write on it.

What is Vellum? Vellum is a semi-transparent white paper that 
works great for belly bands and gatefolds. It also comes in our 
A6 RSVP envelope size.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS: 

Can I order samples? Yes! We highly recommend this if you’d 
like to see paper colors in person. 

What if I can’t decide what color to use? We o�er Custom 
Color Consultations as part of our suite upgrades, which means 
we will select and curate up to three color palettes based on 
your wedding theme/colors/decor. 

What if a color is out of stock? We will work with you to find 
either a close alternative or can alter the design slightly to 
accommodate a new color choice.
