At 3:00pm all party guests are able to enter the park to enjoy “crossover
hours” (more on this later!)

Budget about 90 minutes from parking to getting through the turnstile. 

You can arrive as early as 2:15-2:30pm to maximize your day and get into
the park if that is important to you. People do line up. Or, come around
4:00 in order to enjoy a short queue. 

When you scan your ticket, you will enter through the turnstile and receive
your wristband. DO NOT MISS THIS STEP. You will also receive a guide
pamphlet and a treat bag. 
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If you are a Grand Californian hotel guest, you will be

able to enter the party through the hotel entrance.

If you are not a hotel guest it can be more of a

gamble because in 2022 they shut down this entry for

non-hotel guests and those who tried had to walk all

the way around. But, I have tried it several times and

never had any problems.  

If you are already in the park or coming from the

hotel, you will be able to get a wristband and guide

pamphlet at a check-in spot near Wine Country

Trattoria. 



03“ C R O S S O V E R  

You are allowed 3 hours early entry into California Adventure
before the party starts. You are welcome to arrive at any point in
the night that is convenient to you, but I highly recommend
giving some wiggle room before the party starts to get your
wristband and check in before it’s go time! 

During this time you are considered a regular park guest. So
take pictures, ride rides, and eat a solid dinner before you fill up
on candy!

From 3 to 6pm you will have overlapping time with regular park
guests. This is not exactly an ideal time to go on rides because of the
double park guests, but it’s a perfect time to get priorities in before

the party begins. 

How can you use this time to your benefit???

 The first thing I recommend is grabbing photos of your costumes.
Get that out of the way before you sweat off any makeup or your kid

gets tired of their costume pieces. 

Second, I suggest getting dinner in the park. You will not want to
waste time on a full meal (maybe a few treats or specialty items), but
finding my son a grilled cheese during the party is wasted time in my

mind.  

Third. Get in line for your top character photo op. Character photo
experiences are the longest waits at these events - especially with
new characters people have never met before. You can get in line

before the party to take away time from the actual event.
