SAVE THE DATES
Send 9—12 months in advance,

no less than 6 months.

INVITATIONS

Send 8—10 weeks in advance, 12—14

weeks for a destination wedding or a wedding on
a holiday weekend. Place your order at least 6

months in advance to allow for production.

RESPONSES
Responses need to come back 4—6 weeks before

the wedding to ensure accurate guest count.

WEDDING DAY PIECES
Start “day of > pieces 2—3 months before wed-
ding or after the invitations have been designed

to be sure that everything can be cohesive.
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
