MONDAY                                God’s Promises for Provision  

 

Philippians 4:6-7 (GNT) 

6 Don't worry about anything, but in all your prayers ask God for what you need, 

always asking him with a thankful heart. 7 And God's peace, which is far beyond human 

understanding, will keep your hearts and minds safe in union with Christ Jesus. 

 

Matthew 6:31-33 

So do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we drink?’ or ‘What shall we 

wear?’ 32 For the pagans run after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that 

you need them. 33 But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these 

things will be given to you as well. 

 

Psalm 95:6-7 Come, let us bow down in worship, let us kneel before the Lord our Maker; 

7 for he is our God and we are the people of his pasture, the flock under his care. 

 

Psalm 34:9-10 Fear the Lord, you his holy people, for those who fear him lack nothing. 

10 The lions may grow weak and hungry, but those who seek the Lord lack no good thing.
