Sometimes family members (yes, even
close ones like grandparents) forget or
don’t realize they need to stay for the
family portraits. It takes time to gather
lost famﬂy members and is much easier
when they all know prior to the

shoes, and cufflinks are all gorgeous
details chat shouldn’t be forgotten!

make sure to keep them close!

Don’t limit yourself to this list, though!
If you have any items that are
meaningful to your relationship (such
as  love lecters, keepsakes/tokens,
souvenirs, etc..) those make wonderful
additions to your detail photos. You

can also think outside the box!
